This broadly 
involves providing the required infrastructure, mobilizing people for introducing new production 
methods and technology to increase productivity, establishing market linkages and implementing 
great marketing methods.

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1.3 New Partners in Development: 
 

a. Indian Tobacco Company (ITC) is a leading marketer of incense products in India. The 
company sources incense sticks from small scale units spread across Bangalore, Agartala, 
Hyderabad and Kolkata and is the country’s second-largest agarbatti producer. It has 
partnered with TBM by signing an MoU IL&FS to implement the Tripura government’s 
ambitious agarbatti project, which involves developing clusters to manufacture agarbattis 
statewide. ITC will purchase raw battis in bulk from its vendor in Tripura. 
 

b. Udayan Pvt. Ltd. Pvt. Ltd. is a government registered business farm with experience in 
incense business. It is capable of purchasing quality rolled batti as specified by ITC from the 
producers in the state for any quantity. TBM partnered with Udayan Pvt. Ltd. Pvt. Ltd. for 
providing buy back support to existing and upcoming rolled batti entrepreneurs in the state.  

 

 
 

1.4 Market Linkage: 
 
a. TBM-IL&FS signed a Memorandum of Understanding with ITC Ltd. and Udayan Pvt. 

Ltd. Pvt. Ltd. for partnering in agarbatti production and supply. ITC Ltd. is well 
established in incense sector and has been in the industry for the past 7 years. Udayan 
Pvt. Ltd. is a local firm engaged in incense business. The MoU was signed at Kolkata on 
8th January 2010 in the presence of Hon’ble Minister for Industries & Commerce, Shri 
Jitendra Chaudhury. As per the MoU, TBM will train artisans, establish raw material 
supply chain, develop existing agarbatti centres and establish new centres. Udayan Pvt. 
Ltd. will buy back rolled batti from these centres and forward it to ITC. 

 
b. Udayan Pvt. Ltd. was introduced to existing and new producers of aggarbatti. Supply of 

agarbattis from various parts of the state has already begun. A team including an officer 
from ITC inspected the stock of the material produced. The team approved the quality. It 
is expected that new entrepreneurs who have partnered with TBM will be linked to 
Udayan Pvt. Ltd. for assured sale of their products. 

 
c. A meeting was organized at SOFED, Indranagar on 16-Jan-10 where existing and 

upcoming entrepreneurs of rolled batti across the state came together as participants. This 
‘Meeting on Marketing Opportunities in Rolled Batti’ was organized to discuss with the 
existing and upcoming entrepreneurs the benefits of assured market linkages and how 
they can avail of it.  
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d. Meetings of Agarbatti Cooperative societies with buyers like ITC were organized and 
new market linkage was established for export of polished bamboo stick. The price 
offered by ITC vendor to Pilak Agarbatti Cooperative Society has been revised to Rs. 
27/- per kg from the earlier Rs. 24/- per kg. Dhalai Agarbatti Cooperative Society was 
also linked to direct market at Bangalore for selling polished agarbatti sticks and 
unpolished superfine agarbatti sticks at Rs. 27/- and Rs. 18/- per kg respectively. 
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1.5 Infrastructure Development 
 

a. Common Facility Centers act as collection, distribution and production centers where a 
batch of rollers works daily with a daily target of 1.5-2 kg. These types of centers are 
encouraged by TBM for maintaining quality, enhancing production and smooth function 
of business 
 

b. Proposal for setting up 3 Common Facility Centers for Agarbatti production has been 
approved by NMBA. These CFCs will be located at South Ghaniamara, Palpara and 
Naba shantiganj under Bishalgarh agarbatti cluster. These will provide necessary 
infrastructure for development of rolled batti activity in the cluster. 
 

c. Proposal for 2 Agarbatti stick CFCs at Kaladhepa, South Tripura and Ambassa, Dhalai 
have been approved. 

 
d. Raw material center at Teliamura has seen an increased production this quarter due to 

commencing of rolled batti production in various parts of the state. 
 

e. Cross cutting machines were provided toefficient SHGs involved in agarbatti stick 
making in Bagafa and Ambassa Forest Divisions. 
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2. DHARI MAT Sub-Sector  

 
In future the demand for Dhari mat is expected to rise exponentially. This is due to its potential 
to contribute to the growing requirements of the bamboo ply industry. TBM aims to expand its 
base in different parts of the state with the focus on increasing the production. Artisans and 
entrepreneurs need to work in close co-ordination for the development of this sector. 
Strengthening the existing production centres, establishing new centres, fostering market 
linkages was the agenda of this quarter. 
The followings give the details of activities undertaken: 
 

 
 
 

2.1 Community Mobilization 
 

·  Around 150 rural artisans were mobilized at Manikyanagar, Boxnagar R.D.Block for 
starting the production centre of Dhari Mat in the area. Local entrepreneur was also 
identified and he is Mr. Jagadish Nama. Local entrepreneur was very much eager to be 
associate with the objective of TBM especially in the Dhari Mat sector. 
 

·  In South Tripura district around 100 rural people, mostly women, were mobilized at 
Tepania Colony, Udaipura, South Tripura. TBM has discussed the objectives and other 
related issues for the development of the Dhari Mat sector. 
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2.2 Capacity Building 
 
126 artisans have been trained in production of industrial mat (Dhari) in West and North Tripura 
districts.

2.3 New Partners in Development 
 
In the Dhari Mat sector, 3 new entrepreneurs have joined namely Mr. Subhash Nama, Mr. 
Gouranga Nama and Mr. Sambhu Debbarma. They will looking after the supply of raw material, 
methods of increasing production, collection of finished products and marketing of the same. 
The areas covered by the 3 entrepreneurs are Ramcherra, Chickon cherra and Katalutma 
respectably. 
 
 

2.4  Market Linkage 
 
The producers group making dhari mat were linked with P.S Green Gold, market linkage for new 
societies making dhari mat is an important aspect of the Dhari mat sector. This ensures regular 
market to the producers and development of this sector in an organized manner.   
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2.5 Infrastructure Development 
 

Three (3) mini Community Production Centre has been established in the west Tripura district. 
The places are Chickon cherra, Ramcherr and Ajun thakur para. Local artisans used to weave the 
mats in their house hold but in the common basis it was necessary to set up some infrastructure 
so that it can be useful for the artisans. 
 

 
 
 
 
3. RESOURCE GENERATION:  
3.1 Bamboo Plantation: 

 Bamboo plantation in the prominent clusters has already taken by Tripura Bamboo Mission.  
Three cluster of west Tripura district and one in the Dhalai district are in the implementation 
scenario.  Katlamara , Charilam and Nalchar in the west and salema in the Dhalai. The work has 
already begun at Katlamara cluster where 79 beneficiaries will be benefitted.  The plantation 
activity is getting support from NREGA .   

 

Around 50,000 plantlets are being raised at Hatipara Central Nursery to be distributed to 
different Govt. departments, beneficiaries in the coming planting season. 
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3.2 Exposure Visit to Outside the state 

Outside state exposure visits were organized and 74 persons including farmers, JFMC members 
and other beneficiaries in two batches visited Shillong and Silchar in the month of March, 2010. 

4. HANDICRAFT & BAMBOO FURNITURE Sub-Sector: 
 

The focus area of this sector has been to bring about a shift from the production of low value 
handicraft products that the artisans have been producing to the production of contemporary 
bamboo home utility products that has a growing market. Various training programs have been 
conducted to cater to the needs of customers. So a demand driven approach has been adopted.  
The demand pattern and product requirement of leading buyers has been taken into consideration 
to finalize the list of important product categories that the program will focus on.  
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Training Programmes 

 
In the Handicrafts sector design development trainings were conducted at Katlamara, Aralia, and 
Nagarpara. The main objective of all the training programmes is to develop new designs and 
train artisans involved in handicraft and bamboo furniture sector with new designs and skills. 
Handicraft clusters supported by Tripura Bamboo Mission have made progress. TBM has 
facilitated construction of Common Facility Centers which are important for making better 
quality products and also for organizing production. Various training programmes have been 
conducted on developing new designs and on quality development.  New products are being 
developed and produced which are better in design and quality. Product design experts from 
outside the state were involved in all the training programmes, providing the much required 
support for new and innovative designs. In the current quarter (January-March 2010) 71 artisans 
were trained in various design development programme and production mobilization, the focus 
of the training program across all the handicraft clusters was mainly to introduce new and trendy 
designs.  

           
 
 
 
The details of the training and other activities conducted at the handicraft cluster promoted by 
Tripura Bamboo Mission are mentioned below: 
 

i. Baikhora: 
Baikhora cluster is an important cluster  as artisans are into systematic and organized way of  
production and operated by SHG women. Artisans in this cluster are commercially making 
products like bamboo bags and other utility items, TBM-IL&FS CDI’s initiated the market 
linkage of this center and the products made by the artisans have found good market.  
Artisans participate regularly to fares, exhibition and also supply to various handicraft stores in 
Agartala and outside the state.     
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ii.  Katlamara: 
In the Katlamara Cluster design development training from 1st to 28th February was organized at 
Katlamara and 11 highly skilled artisans participated in this training. The team from NID, 
Ahmedabad headed by Prof. M.P Ranjan developed 10 new designs of bamboo furniture and 
lamps. The products developed  
Design Development training was conducted with highly skilled artisans, new designs of 
bamboo furniture, lamps and other accessories provided by team from NID, Ahmedabad were 
developed during this training followed by an exhibition at BCDI, Agartala. Leading 
entrepreneur of furniture and buyers from outside the state were invited for the exhibition. 
Batch production of designs developed during the training was undertaken and the products were 
on display at the Exhibition organized by an Italian design firm at New Delhi. 
 

 
 
 
 
 

i. Nagarpara (Sarat Choudhury ADC Village) 
Nagarpara located at Saratchoudhury ADC Village is a tribal cluster with highly skilled artisans 
making bamboo furniture. The artisans in this cluster are part of the federation of bamboo 
furniture artisans and are members of the  Katlamara Kanaikach Artisans welfare SHG. This 
cluster was newly started by TBM and a skill and design development training on bamboo 
furniture was organized, Sixteen skilled and semi skilled (16) artisans participated in this training 
programme conducted for 45 days, to facilitate production in a organized manner, the artisan 
group were provided with temporary production shed, hand tools and other power tools required 
for production of bamboo furniture. 
The main objective of the training was to provide artisans with skills to manage production and 
also to develop new designs of bamboo furniture and related accessories. Design partner for 
bamboo furniture NID, Ahmedabad provided artisans with new designs and also trained artisans 
in using various hand tools to increase production.  
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i. Jogendranagar  
The Jogendranagar cluster artisans   completed the production of 25 new designs of mats for 
blinds and floor mats. The designs were provided by Hrishikesh and new technique of  mat 
weaving was introduced by using two and four peddle loom. Artisans in this cluster were making 
mats  which were made using only two peddle and with no change in the warp, artisans after the 
production of the 25 new designs have learned new techinique and more then 100 designs are 
possible from the 25 new designs provided by Mr. Hrishikesh.  
The designs developed were  further marketed through various existing buyers and the center 
aims to make finished products from the new design of mats. Design and market support  
provided to the artisans in this cluster has helped the cluster and with the facility of Community 
Production Center in the cluster, artisans are learning organized and systematic way of 
production. 
 

 
 
 

ii.  Jirania 
The Community Production center at Jirania cluster for “Kalika Handicraft Society” was 
inaugurated on  27th of January 2010 by the Hon’ble  Minister of Forest, Rural Development 
Shri. Jitendra Choudhury. The community production center will facilitate organize production 
and as Jirania is an important cluster for table mats and mats related products the community 
Production Center will facilitate growth for the mat sector in Jirania.  The artisan base of Kalika 
Handicraft society is increasing and the CPC has helped the cluster to start production in a 
systematic and organized manner. From the previous level of production and income before the 
intervention of Tripura Bamboo Mission the level of production and income has increased, 
mainly due to the design support training programmes conducted over the past 3 years.  
 
iii.  Aralia (Agartala) 

At Aralia cluster training programme on production management for room divider and home 
utility was conducted for a month. Thirty one (31) artisans participated in this training, the  
artisans  trained were new artisans  and the objective was to increase the artisan base to make 
room divider and other utility products in the Aralia area. During the training artisans were also 
trained in efficient management of production to increase productivity and make better quality 
products. Hand tools and other machines were introduced to increase production and make better 
quality products, new artisans trained benefited from the training and TBM facilitated marketing  
of room divider through the various channels.    
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iv. Nalchar and Charilam: 
Nalchar and Charilam clusters are important cluster for the basketry sector. The artisans base in 
these two clusters are quite high and with many highly skilled artisans these two clusters will be 
developed as an exclusive clusters for bamboo basketry and weaving products. The need to build 
a community production center was expressed by the artisans from these two clusters and the 
initial preliminary work for construction of CPC has started. The land was provided by the 
artisans at Charilam and by the Panchayat at Nalchar, the CPC will be have common dyeing, 
bamboo treatment and finishing facilities. Artisans in these two clusters will benefit from the 
CPC and the gradual shift from making very low end to higher value added products will be 
possible through the CPC. 
 

                
 
 
 

v. Damcherra- bamboo packaging material development 
One training programme on developing bamboo packaging material for the onion export segment 
was conducted at Damcherra. The exporter from Chennai came at the location for four days to 
supervise the process and explore the possibilities of sending bamboo packaging material to 
Chennai. Around 22 persons were trained to produce packaging baskets as per the exporters 
requirement. However, it was understood that, developing full basket products and sending to 
Chennai will not be cost effective for the exporter and also to the artisans at Damcherra. 
However, slivers of required size can be exported to Chennnai for making final packaging 
material. The first shipment will be sent within one month period for which the proper 
entrepreneur link has been established. The exporter from Chennai will be regularly procuring 
bamboo slivers from the interior areas of North Tripura which will provide livelihood to around 
200 tribal and minority women. 
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4.1 Marketing Linkages: 
 

Market linkage is an important part of the handicraft sector, products made in all the clusters 
promoted by Tripura Bamboo Mission. Participation in important fares and exhibition within the 
state and outside the state provides important, during this quarter apart from the existing 
channels of marketing new partners like ITC E-Choupal was brought, the E-Choupal have 
various stores across the country in semi- urban areas, E-Choupal will be directly procuring 
handicraft and utility products from the clusters. The order for over 15,000 bags were places by 
the other programmes of IL&FS CDI, the SEAM and SELF programmes. Artisans at Baikhora 
and Jirania cluster are currently executing the orders. 
 
Tripura Bamboo Mission participated in various fairs organized in Agartala such as Trade Fair, 
Regional Saras Fair and Van Mela. Various Handicrafts Societies from different clusters took 
part in the fairs under the promotion of TBM. 
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4.2 Infrastructure Development: 
  
The Inauguration of community Production center for Kalika Handicraft Society, Jirania 
Mohanpur was held on 27th Januray 2009. The Objective of the community production center is 
to have state of the art infrastructure, equipment and support facilities to enable the artisans to 
produce high quality bamboo utility products. It will play an important role in promotion of 
sustainable livelihoods for the women bamboo mat artisans of Jirania. The CPC was build with 
support from National Mission on Bamboo Applications, New Delhi, District Rural 
Development Agency, West Tripura and Misnistry of Rural Development, Government of India. 
The CPC has the following facilities for undertaking the activities like common processing and 
treatment of bamboo, Design development and Training center, Raw material bank, Display and 
Retail Center and a bamboo depot for bulk procurement of high quality bamboo. The center is 
owned and managed by women artisan members of Creative Bamboo Craft Guild, more than 150 
women artisans are linked to the community production Centre. The modern structure is 
fabricated with eco-friendly Bamboo prefabricated boards and equipped with modern 
equipments and machineries such as Juki machines etc. Hon’ble Minister for Industries and 
Commerce, Shri jitendra Chaudhury inaugurated the CFC in presence of Shri Pabitra Kar, Mr. 
M. M. Jalan of APIL and many other dignitaries.  

 

 
 
 

 
4.3 Important Events: 

 
Tripura Bamboo Mission has been awarded the ‘North East Business Excellence Award’ by the 
Indian Chamber of Commerce (ICC) & Ministry of Commerce, Govt. of India at the Hyatt 
Regency, Kolkata on 8th January, 2010. An exhibition was also organized at the venue as part of 
the summit. Ministers from all the NE states as well as Central Minister and officials were 
present in the summit. 
 
Tripura Bamboo Mission participated at the India Trade Fair 2010 at Dhaka, Bangladesh on 25-
27 February, 2010. The team led by Hon’ble Minister for Industries and Commerce, Shri jitendra 
Chaudhury held meetings with business delegates from Bangladesh to ensure improvement in 
bilateral trade. 
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5. INFRASTRUCTURE DEVELOPMENT 
 

5.1 Setting up of Common Facility Centers: 
 
A total of 14 no. Common facility Centers (CFCs) to be set up across various clusters in the 
state have been approved. These CFCs will be fabricated with eco-friendly Bamboo 
prefabricated boards and equipped with modern equipments to facilitate better working 
environment and techniques for efficient production.
